Application for the Scout Fuller Fund for Social Justice

2011 Summer Service Award

INFORMATION

The Scout Fuller Fund for Social Justice supports individuals and organizations who, in the spirit of Scout’s compassion and sense of justice, are working to improve the lives of others. More information can be found at www.scoutfullerfund.org.

The 2011 Summer Service Award enables a Manchester College student, who otherwise could not afford to do so, to work as a summer intern or volunteer with a not-for-profit organization that works to improve the lives of others. Preference is given to applicants with financial need who demonstrate a strong commitment to peace and justice. Past award recipients are not eligible. Students must return to Manchester College in the fall. 
The service experience will take place during summer 2011; will consist of full-time work lasting four weeks or more; and will preferably be located within the United States. The award recipient chooses their own placement, in consultation with the Scout Fuller Fund officers and directors, who can help find a suitable organization and make arrangements. She/he will receive up to $2,000 to cover expenses related to the service experience (travel, lodging, food, etc.) and up to an additional $3,000 to help defray college-related expenses for the 2011-2012 academic year. 
During the placement, the award recipient reports regularly on her or his activities to the Scout Fuller Fund. Upon returning to Manchester College the following academic year, the award recipient will discuss her or his experience in an organized setting that is open to the public (chapel, Kenapocomoco session, Religion and Philosophy Colloquium, etc.) and write a brief (3-5 page) report describing those experiences.
